Dear Students, 
Today as we begin our journey through Civil War Literature, you will begin by selecting a persona from that era (male, female, Northern or Southern soldier, freed Black or slave).  You will be engaged in weekly activities using your persona as a base.  

Week 1: 

· Select a person and document what is known about the person- create a brief biography with a properly formatted work’s cited. 

Week 2:

· Using the perspective of the person you have adopted for the term, design an advertising campaign which discusses an issue that person would support including all of the following: 

· A newspaper editorial (40 points)

· A billboard/ placard/ or sign (20 points)

· A recruiting speech appropriately delivered 2-3 minutes (25 points) 

Week 3:

· Create at least 10 diary entries for the person reflecting his/her thoughts of events he/she might have seen (5 points each= 50 points)

Week 4:

· Create at least 3 formal letters with responses your person might have written (based on his / her experiences) addressed to those with whom he/she might have had contact – a general, a parent or other family member, a spouse, etc. Make sure to pay attention to spelling, grammar and punctuation.  Your letters will be graded for content and appropriate GUMS. (20 points each)

Week 6:

· Create a minimum of 2 poems addressing the person you have chosen. One must be written from a 3rd person point of view and one must be written from a 1st person point of view.  (20 points each)

Week 7:

· Create a work of fiction or drams in which your character plays a pivotal role.  Make sure to incorporate appropriate literary elements into your piece.  (100 points)

Week 8:

· Independent novel is due 

Week 10

· Create a video or present a live action performance of your work of fiction or drama.  This must represent a substantial piece of your writing and should be at least 20 minutes in length.  (50 points)
