· Crime: acts in violation of statue law.

· Why has the crime rate gone down in recent years?

· Approaches to crime control

· Deterrence: works if criminals thinks they are likely to be caught and punishment will be severe.  Legal system is slow in U.S.

· ¾ of Americans believe the death penalty is a deterrent.

· Rehabilitation: resocialization of criminals.  Recidivism: 30 to 60% are sent back to prison in 2 to 5 years.  Why?

· Alternatives to prisons: 

· Combination of prison and probation: “shock treatment”

· Community based programs: reintegrate into society.

· Non prison based rehab/community service.
