	Maintain their dignity, rebuild their economy, retain their colonies/empire, maintain a strong military
	 Would have to surrender their colonies, massive reduction in the size of their military

	French Perspective
	 Increase size of empire/colonies, weaken Germany so much that it can never attack France again, create a “buffer zone” between France and Germany, force Germany to make massive reparations payments and accept blame for the war.
	A major theme in Wilson’s 14 Points was the self-determination of peoples under imperial control.  France wanted to increase its empire while Wilson called for countries to give up their colonies.

	British Perspective
	 Britain wanted to be recognized as the supreme power in international trade and on the seas.  They also, like the French, wanted to increase the size of their empire/colonies.
	 A major theme in Wilson’s 14 Points was the self-determination of peoples under imperial control.  Britain wanted to increase its empire while Wilson called for countries to give up their colonies.  Wilson’s 2nd and 3rd points called for freedom on the seas and open trading networks.  The British had little interest in either of these concepts.
