Classroom Expectations and Procedures:

2. We will treat each other with respect and dignity.  

3. Be on time and in your assigned seat at the sound of the bell.  Remember: EARLY is on time, ON TIME is late.

4. Have all required materials.  You will not be given a pass to your locker because you forgot your materials.

5. No backpacks, jackets, or food/beverage items as outlined in the Student Handbook.  Bottled water is permitted.

6. All assignments and upcoming events (tests, quizzes, etc.) will be written in advance on the classroom calendar.

7. Timely completion of homework.  Late homework will be reduced by 50% after one day and will not receive credit thereafter.

8. In the event of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to inquire about missed assignments.  Consult with me and check the class calendar.

9. Students must receive permission to leave the classroom.  Hall passes will not be issued during the first 15 minutes or last 10 minutes of class.  Hall passes will not be issued during times of direct instruction either.

10. Talking during an assessment may result in receiving a failing grade for that assessment.  This applies for the entire duration of the assessment, even if you are already completed and have turned it in.

11. Plagiarism is an academic crime and will result in a failing grade for all parties involved.  This includes copying someone’s homework.

12. If you are the last class period of the day, please put your chair on the table.

Homework/Classwork

All homework/classwork assignments are expected to be turned in on time and complete.  A 50% reduction in grade will be given for each day a homework assignment is late.  All classwork assignments are due by the end of that day’s class.

Test/Quiz Retake

If you are absent the day of a test or quiz, then it must be an excused absence to make up the test/quiz.  If it IS excused, then you have one week to make it up.  Don’t forget to set up a time with me because I won’t remind you and you’ll receive a zero.

Any names left behind for rude or uncooperative behavior will result, at a minimum, with an after school conference with me and a phone call home to your parents/guardian.
