Becoming a World Power Unit Test Study Guide

The test will consist of four sections: A Map of U.S. Acquisitions, Matching, Multiple Choice and Essays.  You will be allowed to use a one page “notecard” (front and back). You will be given a blank map of the world and will be asked to match a territory w/ its correct location on the map. The following is a list of what will be on the map: Cuba, Puerto Rico, Guam, Philippines, Hawaii, Midway, Wake, American Samoa and the Panama Canal Zone. Quality responses should address the increased presence of the United States outside of North America, the acquisition of new territories outside North America and the reasons the United States sought to expand. (Think Panama Canal, Open Door Policy, annexation of islands in the Pacific)

2.  How did imperialism and World War I affect the United States domestically?  Quality responses should discuss the arguments for and against imperialism and the laws/agencies that were established during WWI. (Think War Industries Board, price controls and rationing, Liberty Bonds, Espionage/Sedition Acts)
