            Please keep in mind that each week I must make adjustments to my lesson plans; in other words, these plans are not always set in stone.  Our current unit is the “Rights and Responsibilities of U.S. citizens.”  The Unit 2 Test will focus on the rights citizens have, including 1st, 4th, 5th, 6th and 8th amendment protections and citizen responsibilities, such as jury duty and voting knowledgeably.   The Unit 2 Test will likely be on Monday, November 10th.   If students are missing any assessments, please let them know that they will become a “zero” soon—if you have any questions, please send me an email at jgreen@clarenceville.k12.mi.us.  We will continue and conclude our mini-unit on responsibilities of citizens.  Monday, I will show a video on the importance and meaning on elections.  Tuesday, there is no school as it is Election Day.  Wednesday and Thursday, I will review the process of jury duty and students will watch and analyze the film: “12 Angry Men.”  Friday, we will discuss and debate scenarios on civic engagement and review for the impending Unit 2 Test.  Please be advised, if any of the classwork this week is not finished in class, it will serve as homework.

Please remind your student that the service learning project is a requirement for the course and the course is a requirement for graduation.  If a service learning project and presentation is not completed by the end of the course, and the student would otherwise pass the class, the student will receive an “I” for the class until the project and presentation are completed.
