Review Activity – Civics – Limited Government
1.  What role did the National, State and Local Governments have in preventing, mitigating and reacting to Hurricane Katrina?  Explain using examples from the video.
2.  Name and describe five responsibilities of national, state and local government.

3.  Name three ways the Michigan State government (legislative, executive and/or judicial) affects your life and that of your family.  Be specific and explain how you are affected.

4.  Name three ways that your local government affects your life and that of your family.  Be specific and explain how you are affected.
5.  Describe three ways you would reform State government functions if you could.  It could be done in any of the three branches of State government (ex: Legislator: writing a bill to lower the state income tax.)  Explain why you feel these reforms would be necessary.
6.  Describe three ways you would reform how your local government functions if you could.  It could be done in any part of your local government—ex: ordinances or enforcement.  Explain why you feel each of these reforms would be necessary.
7.  Do you believe that there is a “Mr. Smith” type of politician (on the local, state or national level) that can affect positive change in society?  If so, explain who you believe fulfills this ideal and describe why.  If not, explain why there is no one to fulfill this ideal.  Is this a systemic problem (i.e: is corruption impossible to overcome) or not?  Explain.

You will be expected to answer each part of the question and should use classroom activity examples and current events in your response.
