	Strengths
	Limitations

	· Printed Words: detailed description of something 
· Photo: actually see what is happening, can show what words can’t describe (facial expressions, emotions), viewer is free to interpret


	· Printed Words: may be less engaging, can only describe so much with words, can’t see what’s being described, may need further evidence to confirm our interpretation
· Photo: may not have all information (What’s happening around the framed picture? What happened before or after?), viewer may have too much freedom to interpret
