Chemistry Lab Safety Contract

Please read each item carefully BEFORE signing at the bottom:

1. Safety is of utmost importance in the Chemistry room and Laboratory.  Chemistry is designed to bring practical meaning to our lives and therefore, it is designed to be hands-on as much as possible.  There are some inherent dangers ... (see below)

2. We will be using potentially harmful chemicals, materials, and instruments in Chemistry for demonstrations and for laboratory investigations.  Some of these include glass wear (which breaks and punctures) and Bunsen burners (fire). 

· The teacher may perform demonstrations involving explosions or combustion
· Some of the chemicals used are poisonous or irritants especially after mixing or reacting

· We are equipped with a fume hood, room ventilation and proper waste containers.

3. Students who display a lack of cooperation, loitering, or careless behavior in the laboratory will immediately be sat down and not allowed to participate any further. 
4. Repeated incidents of uncooperative and “not on task” attitude or behavior may result in a permanent removal from laboratory experiences, and therefore, a loss of the points for the lab. 
5. Any equipment carelessly broken by a student will need to be purchased by that student at a current Science catalog price.

6. Students may need to wear goggles and lab aprons in the laboratory for protection of eyes and clothing.  Gloves may be worn at times as well.

7. Students should not sit on the lab counters due to previously used chemicals and or broken items which could hurt their person or damage clothing.

8. Students should NEVER touch ANYTHING in Chemistry class or in the laboratory WITHOUT PERMISSION.

9. Students should NEVER pour ANY chemicals down a sink WITHOUT PERMISSION.  A waste container will be used to dispose of waste properly.

10. Students must clean up efficiently and thoroughly, and will be held responsible for their laboratory station:  equipment and neatness (an equipment sheet is provided for their station).
