2. Distinguish between the parts of the pelvis

3. Know the 5 main sections of vertebrae

4. Recognize the main types of joints and explain where you would find them in the body

5. Identify the main types of fractures

6. Explain the process of ossification – what is it?  What does it?  What are the names of the minerals involved?  

7. Explain how ossification occurs throughout you lifetime.  Where doesn’t ossification occur?

8. What animals never perform ossification?

9. What do Osteoblasts do?  Osteoclasts?
10. Know the main layers of bone from the outside to the inside.  Be able to label each part and know their function

11. Recognize that bones are held together by ligaments and that cartilage exists between bones so they don’t rub on each other.

12. Know some basic anatomical vocabulary:  distal vs. proximal, dorsal vs. ventral, cranial vs. caudal, superior vs. inferior etc
13. Distinguish between the pelvis of a male and female

14. Be able to identify and label the major parts of the skin

15. Know which things are found in the dermis and which are in the epidermis

16. Recognize that below the dermis is a sub-cutaneous fat layer used for cushion, protection and insulation

17. Describe how skin can warm you up and how it can cool you down.  You must be able to identify the parts of the skin responsible for each form of temperature regulation.
18. List the types of nerve receptors that would be found in the skin
