TYPES OF BACTERIA

Archaebacteria or Eubacteria?

Archaebacteria are usually unique and live in strange or abnormal environments.  Eubacteria are bacteria people deal with most days.  Very common, found everywhere, symbiotic and disease causing….  When people talk about bacteria, they are usually talking about Eubacteria.

Types of Archaebacteria:

1. Halophiles = salt lovers

2. Thermophiles = heat lovers

3. Methanogens make methane gas as a byproduct of metabolism

4. Psychrophiles  = cold lovers

Types of Eubacteria:

1. Autotrophs = self feeders

2. Heterotrophs = other feeders

Autotrophs can be:

Photoautotrophs – use sun, chlorophyll, perform photosynthesis





Chemoautotrophs – consume inorganic
