Printing a Webbe
Printing Template

The Printing Template is used to create printed books. Due to the manner in which books are printed on two sides of the paper, cut apart, stacked, folded and bound, in this template photos and text that will be together in the printed book do not sit next to each other. Therefore it cannot be read from the screen. If you wish to read your book from the screen only, you’ll need to use the screen template. 

Printing Directions for the Printing Template

Printing directions are hard to make because there are so many kinds of printers. They usually print on one side of the paper (though some do two) but:

1. Different printers feed paper in a variety of ways, printing on the back of paper taken from the top of a stack or on the top of paper taken from the bottom of a stack…and to print we have to feed the paper twice!

2. Different printers eject paper in a variety of ways (some face down, first page out ends up either on the bottom or on the top; some face up, first page on the bottom or top.) 

3. Microsoft Word and other word processors can also be set to print pages in any order that you might like. 

So you’ll have to experiment. The example below is only one way to print the Printing Template. Yours may differ. You may have to play around with it a little until you get it right. Once you understand how your printer works, then write it down and it should never change for webbes. If you create other templates you will have to puzzle through their printing in the same manner.

Hewlett Packard Color Inkjet Printers

The HP800 series printers print on the back of the top piece of paper in the supply bin. It ejects the paper, freshly printed side up with the second page printed on top of the first one printed and so forth, with the last page printed ending up on top…

1. So, print pages  1, 3 and 5 of the Printing Template for the webbe you’ve created. These will come out so that 1 is on the bottom and 5 is on the top.

2. Shuffle the pages so Printing Template page 5 is on the bottom and 1 is on the top and print pages 2, 4 and 6. (Of course you could just print them in 5,3,1 order, too) Just ensure that printing page 2 is on the back of 1, 4 on the back of 3 and 6 on the back of 5. 

3. Flip the finished 3 pieces of paper, so webbe pages numbered 10 & 11 are on the top of the top page, webbe page 13 is in the upper corner of the next piece of paper and webbe page 15 is on the upper right hand corner of the last piece of paper. 

4. Cut the stack in exactly half horizontally under webbe pages 10 and 11, and place the top halves of the three sheets of paper on the bottom halves. Check to ensure the webbe pages are all where they should be, fold so the cover is on the outside (of course) and staple with a “long reach” or “saddle” stapler so that the points of the staples ending up in the middle of the book.

If you don’t have an HP printer, then you’ll need to alter these directions slightly to fit your particular printer. If you are a teacher or librarian and have to work with several printers, you’ll probably want to get your older kids working to figure out how each one works with the printing template. Again, once the printing process is understood for each printer, write them out and post them so others who wish to make webbes can just keep doing the same thing to print the webbes each time.
