THE LARGE INTESTINE

The main job of the large intestine is to remove the correct amount of water to create feces and hydrate the body.

-if the intestines do NOT remove enough water; it stays in the system until it exits the anus.  This makes the feces watery (diarrhea).  It also can cause the organism to become dehydrated.

-if the intestines remove too much water; the body can become bloated.  The feces will also be more solid than usual and could cause constipation.
