"The USA Patriot Act and other actions that expanded the powers of the executive branch in matters of national security are necessary to protect the citizens of the United States from foreign and domestic threats."

· "the FBI could get a wiretap to investigate the mafia, but they could not get one to investigate terrorists.
· Because international terrorists are sophisticated and trained to thwart surveillance by rapidly changing locations and communication devices such as cell phones, the Act authorized agents to seek court permission to use the same techniques in national security investigations to track terrorists.
· These delayed notification search warrants have been used for decades, have proven crucial in drug and organized crime cases, and have been upheld by courts as fully constitutional.
· Therefore, federal courts in narrow circumstances long have allowed law enforcement to delay for a limited time when the subject is told that a judicially-approved search warrant has been executed

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The Government has a duty to protect its people because it is run by the people for the people. There is going to be some uncomfortable measures taken to narrow down suspects, including privacy. Without abusing rights of citizens, I feel that the executive branch should have extended power in matters of national security but also including more effective and specific information going to the other branches so they the left and right hand can be on one accord.
