You will answer both of the essay questions below.

1. How and why did conflicting ideologies and world views result in the Cold War?

Quality answers should discuss pre-WWII tensions between the U.S. and U.S.S.R. (use your notes on this), the difference in views between the U.S. and U.S.S.R at the Yalta and Potsdam Conferences (what did they argue over?), what desire for security by both the U.S (formed NATO) and U.S.S.R. (formed the Warsaw Pact, the desire for satellite nations), and most importantly the ideological differences between democracy/capitalism and communism as vies on how to run a government/economy.

2. How successful were the United States’ responses to the threat of communism at home and abroad? 
Quality responses should reflect on the various events of the Cold War covered in this unit.  On the home front, you could discuss things like Truman’s Loyalty Program, McCarthy’s hunt for communists, and the growth of the U.S. economy.  On foreign relations, you could take a stance on such things as the formation of NATO, the Containment Policy, the Marshall Plan, the Berlin Airlift, the Korean War, The Bay of Pigs Invasion, and the Cuban Missile Crisis.  Remember, you are not so much telling me what happened in these events as you are to discuss whether they were successful in “containing” communism.
