Other methods of adsorption

Many animal and human viruses enter the cell by PHAGOCYTOSIS.
“Phage” means eat and “cytosis” means cell.  This is a process in which the cell eats or ingests the virus after it has adsorbed to the cell receptor.  Since the virus is ingested whole, it needs to be uncoated (the capsid removed) so the genetic material is released.

Picture from class:

Many plant viruses can enter plant cells through holes needed for water and gas transport (stoma).  Therefore, specificity may not be an issue.  They also need to be uncoated since they enter the plant with the capsids attached.
