On Thursday and Friday, students will work on the “Rewrite the bill of rights” assignment in the computer lab (posted to moodle.)


Please encourage your student to develop a proposal for their service learning project.  Although I will, at times, present opportunities for students to satisfy the service learning requirement (such as working at a middle school activity night,) they need to take the initiative and present an idea to me.  Ideas for this are in the syllabus, which is posted to moodle.  I will be circulating around to each student on Wednesday to see the status of their project.
