The Unit 2 Test will be on Tuesday. Starting Wednesday, we are beginning the final unit of the class “The United States and World Affairs,” which focuses on the structure, function and lasting impact of U.S. foreign policy decisions 
Please be advised, if any of the classwork this week is not finished in class, it will become homework for the next class.  Monday, we will review for the Unit 2 Test.  Tuesday, student will take the Unit 2 Test.  Wednesday, we will complete a chart about the constitutional basis of foreign policy powers.  Thursday and Friday, I will be at the Michigan Youth in Government Spring Conference.  Students will watch and analyze the film: “Hotel Rwanda.”
