2) What do scientists learn from the field of anthropology? Reminders that the four types of anthropology are applied, biological, cultural and linguistic. 

3) How did man utilize animal domestication to advance himself? 

4) What are the six steps archeologists take to study artifacts of the past?  

5) Chart man from australopithecine (Lucy) to civilized man. This timeline should span from 3.6 mya to the Four River Valley Civilizations.  

6) Bipedalism- What are the reasons hominids became bipedal? What advantages did it give us?  

7) What makes humans different from all other forms of life? 

8) What was life like for foraging peoples?  What skills were required for their survival and advancement?
