
RESEARCH PAPER RUBRIC FOR MRS. WAESCHLE
FORMAT RULES:
1.  Must be 12” font

2. Must have normal set margins

3. Double spaced

4. No unnecessary blank spaces allowed

5. Must have a Works cited page

6. The paper must be typed and have at least 3 FULL PAGES of text (pictures, title page, references etc  are NOT counted as part of the 3 pages)

If these rules are not followed, the paper will not be graded.  It will be returned to you so you can fix it and you will face late penalties.

PAPER RUBRIC:

1.  6pts

A.  Title page with name, date and class

B. Opening paragraph that sets up your thesis and introduces your topic

C. Body of the paper – generally 3-6 paragraphs

D. Conclusion – wrap it up!  What are you trying to say?  

E. Works cited page

2.  4 pts – you must use at least 4 sources when writing your paper.  At least 2 of the sources must be from magazines and scientific journals.  You should NOT base your research on encyclopedias.

3. 4 pts - all sources must be cited as shown on this page.  Every single source you site should be referenced somewhere in the text of your paper using MLA style.
4. 6pts – language and style of writing/grammar/spelling – Is your paper clear and readable?  Does it flow?  Are there spelling errors?  Punctuation problems?

5. 5pts – Difficulty of the material being presented.  Is the topic at a high school level?  How much research or “hard core” science is in the paper?  Do you explain things in depth or just brush over the basics?

Works cited page – This is the last page of your paper, unless you include pictures etc.  All pictures etc should follow the works cited page.  The sources should be listed in alphabetical order according to the author’s last name.  
This is how you cite certain sources.

Books - 
Author’s name.  Title of Book.  Publication Information.

Gibaldi,  Joseph.  MLA Handbook for Writers.  New York:  The Modern Language Association of America, 1995.

Magazine article – 

Author’s name.  “Title of article”.  Title of Magazine.  Month year: pages.

Frank, Michael.  “The Wild, Wild West”.  Architectural Digest June 1993: 180-184.

Electronic sources - CD rom/internet –

Author’s name.  “Title of article/web page”.  Date of the material, date you accessed it.

MLA style  

After a sentence or paragraph that comes from a particular source, you put the author’s name and the page number in parenthesis.  This tells the reader which source the information came from so they can look it up if they want more information on the topic.
For example:

 Ancient writers attributed the invention of the monochord to Pythagoras, who lived in the sixth century BC (Gibaldi, 104).

If this is copied word for word from the source, you must also put quotations around the sentence(s).  You should NOT use a lot of quotations in a research paper.  Remember, anything in quotes you didn’t really write.  It is supposed to be YOUR paper!

PLAGIARISM
Plagiarizing your paper is not only cheating, it is against the law.  You have to use your sources to learn about the material and then write a paper explaining what you know in your own words.  Students who plagiarize will receive an automatic zero on their paper.  If you are unsure whether or not you are plagiarizing, come get additional help.

EDITING

Every good writer edits their work.  Every good writer had someone else edit their work too.  Have someone else read your paper before you turn it in.  If you turn it in early, I can help you.  You may also want to let one of the English teachers read it.  There is no excuse for turning in a paper that is not “Final Draft” quality.
