OTHER WAYS VIRUSES CAN HARM TISSUE AND CELLS
1.  THE VIRAL DNA CAN JUMP INTO THE HOST’S DNA IN THE MIDDLE OF A GENE SO IT NO LONGER WORKS.

IF THE GENE IS IMPORTANT – UH OH!

2.  VIRAL DNA CAN JUMP INTO A HOST GENE THAT CONTROLS CELL REPRODUCTION.  THIS CAN CAUSE THE CELL TO REPRODUCE TOO OFTEN, CAUSING TUMORS AND CANCER

(i.e. Human papilloma virus (HPV) can cause cervical cancer)

3.  UPON VIRAL INFECTION, CELLS QUIT DOING THEIR NORMAL JOBS.
